Bond Hours Requirement:​
 Each family is responsible for completing 10 volunteer hours for the 2025–2026 
season. There will be ample opportunities to volunteer throughout the season. 

●​ A $100 Bond Fee will be added per family at the time of registration. 
●​ This fee will be refunded near the end of the season, once our Bond Director 

has confirmed that your family's volunteer hours have been fulfilled. 
●​ Note: If you are registering multiple players, please do so in the same 

transaction to ensure the appropriate multi-player discount is applied and you 
are only charged one $100 Bond Fee per family. 

Refunds:​
 A $25 administration fee will apply to any player requesting a refund. All refunds must 
be requested on or before December 1st, 2025.
